Goal:  To ensure a high level of care for patients on anticonvulsants at the OU Pediatric clinic in Tulsa. 
	Objectives
1. Ensure appropriate monitoring for patients on anticonvulsants
2. Increase communication between consultant offices and the OU Pediatric clinic
3. Increase compliance with recommendations from consultants
4. Increase the amount of detail that is documented in patients EMR 
Goal and objectives will be accomplished through steps and processes established with the clinic. 
The pharmacist will assist the patient’s primary care physician to:
1. Update patients chart to coincide with specialist orders 
2. Order recommended or necessary labs
3. Refer to opthalmologist for eye exams 
4. Provide dose titrations
5. Review patient history 
6. Gather information  from patient 
a. Medication history 
b. Current level of seizure control
c. Hospitalizations
d. Specialist office visits
e. Changes to therapy 
f. Laboratories drawn at other locations
7. Schedule pop up or care alerts for laboratory monitoring



Pharmacist managed anticonvulsant monitoring service



Document from consultant is sent to the clinic





Document is recieved at the OU peds clinc


Document is forwarded to clinical pharmacist for review 


Clinical pharmacist contacts primary care physician about any necessary interventions


Clinical Pharmacist sends documents to consultant to help complete their chart


Clinical Pharmacist forwards any necessary documents to PCP 


If primary care physician would like, the clinical pharmacist will contact the patient for any necessary follow up (i.e. Laboratory monitoring) 




















Step 1


Clinical Pharmacist prints list of patients that were seen in the last week and on an anticonvulsant 


Step 3


If necessary patients are contacted to:


Step 5


Clinical pharmacist documents encounter in EMR


Step 4


Any concerns of the patients current therapy will be addressed in a flag to the desktop of the PCP attached to the pharmacist note 


Step 2


Patient profile and history are reviewed 


Gather information about recent hospitalizations, specialist visit, or laboratory draws. 


Inquire about occurence of side effects from current therapy  


Obtain information about current seizure control


Will also set pop ups or care alerts to aid reminding PCP of upcoming events (i.e. labs)
